A Personal Philosophy

Your Task:
To create a personal philosophy following the model of a religion which
 includes a creed/dogma, theology, and code.  You may complete this assignment on your own or with a partner.  Maximum group size is two. 

Elements:
1.  A title page that includes a name for your philosophy and a symbol.

· The name must be original, not made up of members’ names.  (For example, if your name was Lisa, do not write “Lisa’s Personal Philosophy”)

2. Your creed written in one sentence.  What is the ONE thing that people   have to believe in order to be a member of “your” community? 

3. The theology of your philosophy.  How is your creed applied to real life?  Explain what your creed means.

4. The code of your philosophy (a.k.a. – the laws).  What are 5 rules that members of “your” community must follow in order to adhere to your doctrine?

5. Please also include a one-page reflection of a time in your life when this philosophy came into play.  What things have you experienced that make you feel that this philosophy is true?  Why is this philosophy important to you?  

*Note:  If you are working with a partner, # 1- 4 can be completed together, but # 5 is an individual reflection.  Therefore, each person must hand in his or her own reflection.
