4.  What was the hardest gift you ever had to give?  What was the most joyous?  

B) A Look at our Community (before service)

1.  Think for a minute about places you’ve been to or people you’ve seen in our community who are clearly in need.  What were those needs?

2.  What life circumstances or reasons exist that place people in need?

C) Putting it Together: A Plan for Action (before service)

1.  In what ways can my gifts, personality, and uniqueness meet the needs of those around me?

2.  What ‘good’ do you hope comes from your service?

3.  WWJD?  How would this act of service reflect the attitude of Christ?  How can this act of Christian service bring you closer to God?
