The report will look like a report in that it will have an introduction, several paragraphs or more as the core of the report and a short conclusion or summary.  Please also include a cover page. This will be presented in class if time permits.   Length of the assignment is flexible but it must get the job done well.  Please use class time provided. Other presentation ways are optional. Make a suggestion to the teacher. Other ways could be PowerPoint, Prezie,  I pad-video, plays, cartoon stripes,  newspaper,  etc. Make a suggestion as to the way you want to present.
Types of material to include (not a comprehensive list):

1. Definition of what a prophet/ biblical patriarch or matriarch .
2. When the prophet/individual was born, early life, influence in their community.
3. Life lessons the person learned that could provide wisdom to our life situations.

4. Where he/she was born.

5. What the prophet did for a living before he/she became a prophet

6. When he/she was called to serve God as a prophet 

7. History of the ministry of this prophet which should include any significant events in his/her life as a prophet.

8. Weaknesses or challenges this individual faced or worked through.

9. References to the writings of this prophet or writings about this prophet (Where is this person referred to in other scripture or quoted).

10. What the Jewish nation was like during this prophet’s ministry; why did they need a prophet. Who was the ruling leader/or country in power.
11. What great lesson(s) did this prophet leave his/her people.

12. When the prophet died and anything of significance surrounding his/her death.

13. If a story – what are the moral implications and consequences of the story. Is there a truth to be shown?

Note that these are suggestions and are not to be taken as questions to be answered and are not necessarily to be covered in this order.  Feel free to go beyond these suggestions.
